New School Report Format

where the classroom teacher will discuss your child’s progress and what areas have the potential for growth.

Parent Teacher Interviews

As mentioned in previous newsletters one of our focuses for the year is to develop a positive learning culture
that values diversity and intellectual effort and where students appreciate their talents and pursue their
highest aspirations. It is our hope that the St Benedict’s students will be able to articulate a set of high,
achievable and collaboratively set goals for learning that can be continually reviewed and celebrated with
parents and peers when achieved. With this in mind we would like to include the students in the reporting
process by moving away from our previous Parent Teacher Interview format to a Three Way Conference
format where the students lead the conversation. We believe this will provide the students with a voice in
their learning and the opportunity to discuss their work, what made it successful and future areas of growth
and direction.

Learning Potential

| recently discovered the Learning Potential App and the Learning Potential Resources
website. The free app for parents and carers contains useful ways parents and carers
can be more involved with their child’s learning. Research indicates that when parents
and carers are involved in their children’s learning, it can have very positive impacts on
education outcomes. The app allows you to include your child’s age and filter the
information so that you only see the information that relates directly to the age of your
children.

Launched in February 2017 the Learning Potential Resources website provides parents
of primary school children with ideas, activities, games and videos to help support their

children with literacy and numeracy skills. The website shows how to turn everyday
activities like cooking, watering the garden or walking the dog into fun and interactive

learning opportunities. It supports the Australian Curriculum for primary school and is structured in three
main sections:

» ‘everyday ideas’ showing parents how to practise literacy and numeracy skills with their child during
everyday life.

e ‘practise together’ articles giving parents ideas about how they can reinforce literacy and numeracy skills
their child is learning at school.

* ‘practise online’ activities, including online games and videos that parents and children can do together to
practice these same skills.
